NO District charge for leaders, helpers, young leaders, explorers who will be giving their weekend up to helping our young people to have a FUN CAMP this year.
Venue:  (Off the A37) Orchard Park Farm, Hornblotton, Somerset BA4 6SF

Closing date for this event is: Saturday 1st June 2024
Colonies will not be able to participate in this event unless they have registered all paperwork and paid in full.
Attached to this e-mail are Details of Camp, In-Touch Contact Sheet, Beaver Health Form, Adult Health Form, and an outline program (Please feel free to use your own Generic Risk assessment for the site.
All Leaders & helpers sleeping over on camp must be DBS cleared on Compass and their Membership number MUST be written on their health form.  
Leaders Meeting for Camp: We will have your Colonies Information folder available on the Friday Night, or Saturday morning.    
Ratios: . Every Colony will need a minimum ratio of 1 Leader per 6 Beavers and MUST submit an online NAN form to the district for this event please. Our Night Away Advisors will be invited to visit the Camp as normal and will be out during the weekend.

In Touch:  Colonies need to organise their own In Touch Contact for this event.  There will be one District Emergency In Touch Contact (TBA).  
Details of each Colonies In touch Contact will be required with payment by the closing date.   A copy of this form is attached.
Health forms: Should be held by each Section Leader on their own site and be readily available as needs arise. However, if you have any Beaver or Leader with a significant health issue, this information must be handed in by the closing date to us.   Leaders are to obtain permission from parents for all Beavers to attend this event for photographs to be taken during the Camp.   Any child that cannot be photographed MUST be disclosed to us by the closing date. 

Bronze Awards:  We need to have the name of any Beaver, due their bronze award by the closing date if you would like to have them awarded during camp.
Toilets:  Portaloo’s will be provided around the site. Sanitary bins will be provided along with hand sanitiser for sensitive skin.  We have ordered a disabled toilet which can also be available for use by female Leaders.  There will be no facilities for emptying personal camping toilets. 

Pitching Camp: The campsite field will be open from 1500hrs on Friday 12th July 2024 to allow Colony to set up.  Sites should be ready for Beavers to arrival from 0900hrs on the Saturday and no vehicles will be allowed on site.  All campers must be in tents unless medically unable.  If this applies, please could you discuss this with us prior to Camp. Leaders will be allowed to camp overnight on the Friday night if required. 
Arrival Time for Beavers Camp opens from 0900hrs on Saturday 13th July

Everyone will go to their site and be signed in by their own Colony Leaders.  
Could all BSL’s stay after opening and bring with them numbers on their sites please.
First Aid on Camp: Every colony should hold a first aid kit on their site. 
Every warranted leader should be first aid trained and all leaders should deal with minor incidents themselves.  If there is any incident that a leader, isn’t confident dealing with then please refer to the district tent or call 999.  If a 999 call is made, please inform us asap.
RUBBISH & RECYCLING: At the entrance of our Camp area, there will be several containers for all your rubbish and recycling, but all will have to be very careful that you only put the correct thing in the correct bins, there will be containers for general rubbish, food waste, card & paper, plastic, and cans.  
At least one Leaders will need to go with the beaver to this area.
Water Waste:  Please can you all ensure that wastewater is collected a placed in the container provided AND NOT DUMPED IN THE SURROUNDING DITCHES.  This was an issue last camp that caused problems with waste seeping into the pond, so please ensure this is adhered too. Thank you.
This is a fantastic offer on Camp provided by the landowner Neil, and I’m sure you will appreciate that we need to use this facility correctly. 

Fire Evacuation Procedure: There is a field to the side of the camp site and fields and car park areas prior to site that can be used as evacuation areas. These will be pointed out at the opening ceremony. A long whistle will be used if evacuation is needed. Therefore, please ensure whistles are not used for any other reason on camp.
Consideration to other sites: Please ensure your sites are kept to a minimum noise level After 2300hrs and until 0700hrs.  
Car Parking & Vans on Camp: There will be plenty of space for parking, but many cars arriving and departing at the same time may cause a bottle neck between the main entrance to the site and the camp field. Measures will be put in place to minimise any delays this causes, but it will help if parents are encouraged to drop off and leave promptly.
Leaders will be parking in an adjacent field, signed posted if available.
Behind your allocated site we will endeavour to leave room for your main transport vehicles (i.e., vans and trailers, but not cars) this will enable you to use them as a store during camp, However, they MUST be parked behind your sites by 0700hrs on Saturday 13th July as there will be. 
NO vehicle movement on site from 0700hrs Saturday 13th July
Activity Bases:  During the camp, leaders need to go round and help with their colony in a minimum 1:6 ratio and be ready help on each base if required. Each Beaver should wear their colony Necker and have a named water bottle to go round the activity bases. If you have spare leaders or young leaders wishing to help on activity bases, please let me know as soon as possible any help will be greatly accepted. 
CAMP COMPETITIONS AND BADGES:  There will be a camp badge for every Beaver taking part, also every leader in a 1:6 ratio and each colony will receive an attendance certificate. Leaders will also be given a list after Camp of any other badge requirements that have been completed during the weekend.
Flags: There will be the central Camp Flag as the main meeting place.
Visitors and anyone leaving site:  Anyone visiting or leaving site after the opening Flag Break on Saturday will need to be signed out and back in by the district team at the main entrance until end of Camp. The district tent will be manned 7am till 12 midnight.

Any issues: The District tent at the main entrance will be manned by a member of our team – please let us know if there is anything we can help you with. (Spare loo rolls etc)
Striking of camp sites Can we please remind you all, that on Sunday, the beavers will still be participating in activities up until 1115hrs and parents will be collecting after this time. 
Use of Tools: All persons on site are expected to follow and adhere to the legal framework of carrying and using tools such as axes and knives and are reminded that the legal limit on a knifes cutting edge is 3 inches. On top of this Hornblotten is classified as a public space during the event and it is illegal to carry most blades in a public space without good reason (There are very few good reasons for most people to be traversing the site during the event carrying any form of sharp instrument or tool)

If you have spare leaders on Sunday morning, could I ask that they support bases which need extra help. 
If you wish to invite parents out to help you strike camp, they will be more than welcome after the bases are finished at 1130hrs.
However, please remember that NO VEHICLES OR TRAILERS will be allowed to move on or around site until approx. 1200hrs.  This will be after the Closing of Camp and when most of the Beavers / parents have gone and will be authorised by myself as Leader in Charge of the event.

Beaver Camp 2024 will be a great experience for all, and we can guarantee FUN for all involved again this year.
